Chairman Kent Lawrence called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  Mr. Bob Sims called the roll.  

Ms. Frances Tate moved to approve the minutes of the March meeting as printed.  Mr. Larry Waye seconded the motion.  On a voice vote, the motion carried.

The Board considered the following applications and appeals.

CASE NO 1

Application and appeal of Stuart Tanksley for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for fence contracting and sales at 2528 Chapel Hill Rd SW, property located in an AG-2 Agricultural Zoning District.

Mr. Stuart Tanksley presented this case to the Board.  Mr. Tanksley stated he would like an administrative office for a fence contracting and sales business.  Mr. Tanksley also stated there would be no employees reporting to his home ; they would report to the jobsite.  He also stated no supplies would be stored at his home.  Mr. Tanksley further explained that just paperwork would be performed at his home.

Mr. Sims stated the Building Department would recommend approval.

Ms. Smith stated the Planning Department would recommend approval.

Mr. Larry Waye moved to approve this home occupation request as submitted.  Ms. Frances Tate seconded the motion.  On a roll-call vote, the motion carried.

CASE NO 2

Application and appeal of Amy McKean for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for a mobile spray tan business at 1504 Northmead ST SW, property located in a R-2 Single-Family Zoning Disrict.

Ms. Amy McKean presented this case to the Board.  Ms. McKean explained she was requesting an administrative office for a mobile spray tan business where she would go to the client’s homes to perform the service.  Ms. McKean also stated she was considering having some parties at her home.

There was discussion between the Board and Ms. Smith of the Planning Department concerning the allowance of quarterly parties for this type home occupation.  It was concluded that when parties were allowed, it was in reference to buying a product and not performing a service.  Therefore, in this case, parties would not be allowed per Section 25-145(i) of the Zoning Ordinance.

Mr. Sims stated the Building Department would recommend approval .

Ms. Smith stated the Planning Department would recommend approval.

Mr. George Barran moved to approve this home occupation as submitted.  Mr. Greg Dobbs seconded the motion.  On a roll-call vote, the motion carried.

CASE NO 3

Application and appeal of Ronnie Waddell for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for a residential construction, repair and remodeling business at 2101 Mud Tavern RD SW, property located in an AG-1 Agricultural Zoning District.

Mr. Ronnie Waddell presented this case to the Board.  Mr. Waddell stated he would like a home office for a construction/repair business.  Mr. Waddell further explained his employees would report to work at the job site, some materials would be stored in an enclosed building in his back yard but they would mostly be drop shipped to the job location and his trailer was kept out-of-site when not in use.

Mr. George Barran stated to Mr Waddell that he could have signage if he chose to do so as long as it stayed within the guidelines.

Mr. Sims stated to Mr. Waddell that there could be no large equipment or big inventory of materials kept in his storage facility even though this is in an Agricultural Zoning District.

Ms. Smith stated the Planning Department would concur with the Building Department.

Mr. Kent Lawrence reiterated that if approved, the trailer for the business was the only equipment being approved.

Mr. George Barran moved to approve this home occupation as submitted.  Mr. Larry Waye seconded the motion.  On a roll-call vote, the motion carried.

CASE NO 4

Application and appeal of Ruby Lagunas-Romero for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for a lawn care business at 1106 5th Ave SW, property located in a R-2 Single-Family Zoning District.

Ms. Ruby Lagunas-Romero presented this case to the Board.  Ms. Lagunas-Romero stated she and her father who also resides at this address would like an administrative office for a lawn care business .  Ms. Lagunas-Romero further stated they had three pieces of equipment that would be kept in the garage and out-of-site.

Mr. Sims stated the Building Department would recommend approval.

Ms. Smith stated the Planning Department would recommend approval.

Mr. Larry Waye moved to approve this home occupation request as submitted.  Ms. Frances Tate seconded the motion.  On a roll-call vote, the motion carried.

CASE NO 5

Application and appeal of Rick Petty for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for a lawn care business at 1913 Woodmead St SW, property located in a R-2 Single-Family Zoning District
Mr. Rick Petty presented this case to the Board.  Mr. Petty stated he would like an administrative office for a lawn care business.  Mr. Petty explained that his lawn equipment would be stored in an out building and his trailer would be kept in the back yard.  Mr. Petty also stated he would have no employees.

Mr. Sims stated the Building Department would recommend approval. 

Ms. Smith stated the Planning Department would recommend approval.

Mr. George Barran moved to approve this home occupation request as submitted.  Ms. Frances Tate seconded the motion.  On a roll-call vote, the motion carried.

CASE NO 6

Application and appeal of Evan Root for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for a lawn care business at 4173 Indian Hills Rd SE, property located in a R-1 Single-Family Zoning District.

This case was moved to the end of the meeting since no one was present at the time the case was called to present the case.

CASE NO 7


Application and appeal of Deborah G. Bagwell for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for a clothing and jewelry business at 3115 Navajo Dr. SE, property located in a R-5 Single-Family Zoning District.

Ms. Deborah G. Bagwell presented this case to the Board.  Ms. Bagwell stated she would like an administrative office for an on-line clothing/jewelry business.  Ms. Bagwell also stated she would have no employees.

Mr. Bob Sims asked Ms. Bagwell is she was planning to have a large amount of clothing at her home where people might want to stop by and see her inventory.  Ms. Bagwell stated she would have a small amount but most would be shipped to the customer and further there would be no large trucks delivering to her home, just the regular Fed X or UPS delivery occasionally.

Mr. Sims stated the Building Department would recommend approval.

Ms. Smith stated she could see the potential for customer to want to come by or even that Ms. Bagwell could have a lot of inventory on hand. 

Mr. Kent Lawrence referred to her application which states this is an on-line business.  However, she would be allowed to have a party once a quarter per the Zoning Ordinance.

Ms. Smith stated the Planning Department would recommend approval.

Mr. Larry Waye moved to approve this home occupation request as submitted.  Mr. Greg Dobbs seconded the motion.  On a roll-call vote, the motion carried.

CASE NO 8


Application and appeal of Bruce Cox for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for a contractor business at 1513 15th Ave SW, property located in a R-2 Single-Family Zoning District 
Mr. Bruce Cox presented this case to the Board.  Mr. Cox stated he would like an administrative office for a contractor business.  Mr. Cox further stated his employees would report to the jobsite and the tools would be kept in his truck. Mr. Cox also stated materials would be picked up and delivered to the jobsite, and his truck would be parked in the backyard.

Mr. Sims inquired as to the type work Mr. Cox performed.  Mr. Cox replied that he did carpentry work. Mr. Sims stated that if he were to do any Mechanical, Electrical or Plumbing, he could not bring materials home to store or re-sell.  Mr. Cox stated he would discard unused materials in the landfill.

Mr. Sims stated the Building Department would recommend approval.

Ms. Smith stated the Planning Department would concur with the Building Department.

Mr. George Barran moved to approve this home occupation request as submitted.  Mr. Greg Dobbs seconded the motion.  On a roll-call vote, the motion carried.

CASE NO 9

Application and appeal of Sunday Bougher for a 90.17 square feet variance to Section 25.77(e) of the Zoning Ordinance to install 3 attached signs for a total of 290.17 square feet at 1203 6th Ave SE, property located in a R-D Redevelopment District.
Ms. Sunday Bougher, SGA Design Group presented this case to the Board.  Ms. Bougher stated that Walmart Neighborhood Market would like to add additional wall signage for the pharmacy and for directions to the pharmacy.

Mr. Sims stated the Walmart building was large enough to accommodate the additional signage.  Therefore, the Building Department would recommend approval.

Ms. Smith stated the Planning Department would recommend approval.

Mr. Kent Lawrence stated the signs should be installed as per the drawings.

Mr. Larry Waye moved to approve this variance request as submitted with the understanding the signs would be installed according to the drawings submitted.  Mr. Greg Dobbs seconded the motion.  On a roll-call vote, the motion carried.

CASE NO 6

Application and appeal of Evan Root for a determination as a use permitted on appeal as allowed in Section 25-10 and as defined in Article VI, as amended and adopted, of the Zoning Ordinance to have an administrative office for a lawn care business at 4173 Indian Hills Rd SE, property located in a R-1 Single-Family Zoning District.

This case was called again.  When no one came forward to present , the Board voted to dismiss the case.
